Installation Instructions





It is required that you un-install any previous versions of UAV/STE (also named USE) before installing this new software package. The installation will not complete properly if you try to overwrite an existing version. 





Setup for the Combined Instructor/Operator Station (IOS) and the Pilot Station 





1.  Set Network Address


 On the desktop, right click "My Network Places"


 Left click on "Properties"


 In "Network and Dialup Connections" right click on "Local Area Connections"


 Left click on "Properties" 


 Left click on Internet Protocol (TCP/IP) 


 Left click on Properties


 Set the IP address to IOS to 200.200.200.1 with subnet mask 255.255.255.0


 


    	If you want to keep the machine connected to an existing network, you have to add 


additional network cards since the UAV/STE application needs a fix addresse. 


 


2.  Run Installation CD's (both stations should be installed simultaneously)


 Insert UAV/STE Setup CD in drive


 Allow automatic installation process to run





   	After successful installation the system will automatically reboot and show a Registration


	Dialog Screen. Ignore the instructions to send email to use@home.com and proceed with step 3.





3.  Obtain License Key


 Record the 32-digit "Hardware Profile Global User ID" number (including the dashes)


    (example:  {e2ebca40-3d71-11d5-8e35-806d6172696f} )


 Call your Point of Contact at AFRL, who will provide you with the License Key.

 Enter the correct License Key for each station.


 If  Icon is not showing click on UAV STE Links icon on Desktop and select Application Startup


 When the Blue/Black Runway Icon shows up on the right hand side of the task bar


 	    you are ready to run the UAV simulation software with the following step.


 Launch Instructor Operator (Step 2) from the UAV STE Links/Application Setup.


 Move the Throttle forward or backwards until the screen for Throttle Adjustment confirms proper  		   position.


 From the task bar select USE Instructor Operator Station.


 Pull down Research and select appropriate Training Task.


 After each run experimental data is stored under the use\Reasearch directory


 Select UAV STE Links/Maintenance to clear previous data files or move to backup area.





5.  Check the included Tutorials for information on how to use the Predator UAV STE Simulation.
